SCHOOL MESSENGER SAFE ARRIVAL

Our new School Messenger Safe Arrival system launched last week and is working very well.  Parents are now able to report future absences using a toll-free number, the PowerSchool Parent Portal or an app. If a student is absent and the absence has not been reported in advance, parents will receive a notification via email, text, and phone from SchoolMessenger. All three methods are available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  Up to five consecutive absences can be recorded at once. 
CRIMINAL RECORDS CHECKS
Several classroom teachers are in the process of planning year end field trips.  Parents who wish to volunteer as chaperones must provide documentation of a current Criminal Records Check and Child Abuse Registry.  The Criminal Records Check is valid for three years.  Check with Ms. Wright at the office if you’re unsure if your documentation has expired. The Department of Community Services has advised that Child Abuse Register Searches can now be requested online, at the following link: https://beta.novascotia.ca/apply-child-abuse-register-search. They will continue to accept paper applications via mail as well. In either case (submitted online or by mail), the confirmation letter will continue to be mailed to the applicant via regular mail.
